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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was fourfold (1) to study the level of academic
leadership Of Administrators under Yasothon Primary Educational Service Area Office 1.
(2) to study the level Learning Organization of School under Yasothon Primary Educational
Service Area Office 1. (3) to study the level the relationship between academic leadership of
Administrators and Learning Organization of School under Yasothon Primary Educational
Service Area Office 1. and (4) to study the level the predictive influence of academic leadership
Of Administrators on the formation of Learning Organization of School under Yasothon Primary
Educational Service Area Office 1. The sample comprised 310 participants, including 28
administrators and 282 teachers from schools under the Yasothon Primary Educational Service
Area Office 1. The research instrument was a five-point Likert scale questionnaire with

Cronbach’s Alpha coefficients ranging from 0.831 to 0.953, and an overall reliability of 0.996.
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Data were analyzed using percentage, mean, standard deviation, Pearson’s product-moment
correlation coefficient, and stepwise multiple regression analysis.

The findings revealed that

(1) the overall academic leadership of administrators was at the highest level.

(2) the overall level as learning organizations of schools was also at the highest
level.

(3) there was a statistically significant and strong positive correlation (T'xy ranging
from 0.472 to 0.813, p < .01) between academic leadership and the development of learning
organizations.

(4) academic leadership significantly predicted the variance in learning organization
development at a statistically significant level (p < .01), accounting for 62.60% of the variance.
The predictive equations were as follows:

Raw score equation: Y = 1.154 + 0.765X.

Standardized score equation: Z'y = 0.791X.
